Conditions of Membership to FNCCI

Extract of the Memorandum and Articles of the FNCCI

5th Article - Membership

(a)
 Membership of the Chamber shall be written application stating the particular category of membership desired, addressed to the Secretary at the registered office of the Chamber or shall be by invitation of the Board.

(b)
 Such application shall be supported by written proposals from two members of the Chamber.

(c)
 An application shall be submitted to the Board for approval at the next meeting following receipt of an application or any other meetings as is convenient.

(d)
 All applications shall be referred to the Membership Committee and be considered in accordance with the provisions of the By-Laws of the Chamber.

6th Article - Honorary Membership 

The Board may admit persons distinguished in Commerce or Finance to Honorary membership of the Chamber.  Such Honorary members shall not be required to submit any written application as specified in Article 5 (a) hereof and shall not be entitled to vote.

7th Article - Resignation of Membership

(a)
 A member may resign his membership of the Chamber by giving written notice of such intention to the Secretary.

(b)
 Such notice must not be less than one calendar month, and must be prior to 1st January of the year.

(c)
 Any resignation notice which does not expire by the 31st of December of the same year shall be null and void and the member concerned shall be bound by his 
obligations to the Chamber in the ensuing year.
